Mayor Claudia Anderson called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.
PLANNING SESSION

Nancy Lord reported that the Council passed an ordinance or resolution the previous year
requiring a list of all donations made to the City. To date, she had not seen the list. City
Recorder, Teddie Bell, agreed to provide the Council with the list of all donated items. Council
Member Lord noticed that one set of minutes to be approved tonight mentioned the lights at the
arena being donated. The Mayor recalled that the lights were donated before the ordinance was
passed. Public Works Operations Manager, Blain Dietrich, reported that the light poles were
donated rather than the lights themselves. Staff asked the Lions Club to help participate in the
lights but they had not yet made a commitment in that regard.

Council Member Lord referred to page 22 of the July 10, 2007, minutes where there was a
discussion about the City getting an animal control building at some point. She asked whether
the Capital Facilities Plan could include something like that. The issue was to be researched
before making a determination. The Mayor stated that she would have to check with former
Interim City Manager, Dave Sanderson, who would have that information.

It was mentioned that on July 10, 2007, an RDA Meeting was held where Smith Hartvigsen was
employed to prepare a report on pulling the RDA trigger. Nancy Lord asked for an update.
Mayor Anderson stated that she would have to follow up with Mr. Sanderson on the matter. The
Mayor remarked that the research done thus far had to do with the EDA. To her knowledge, they
had not discussed pulling the trigger on the RDA because it involved property on the corner that
the City had been considering refinancing on. The Mayor agreed to report back to the Council.

Nancy Lord reported that there was a Land Use Institute scheduled for October 2 and 3. It
seemed to her that some of the Council Members ought to attend. Community Development
Director, Vaughn Pickell, planned to attend and stated that it had been put on in the past by Craig

Call. Nancy Lord and Martha Speed were interested in attending. Bill Maxwell, Craig Briggs,
and Jesse Kelley were unable to attend.

Nancy Lord announced that on October 4 or 5, a Water Use seminar was scheduled. Mr. Pickell
reported that Salt Lake County Flood Control was putting it on. Blain Dietrich planned to attend.
No Council Members were able to attend.

Nancy Lord reported that there was a National League of Cities and Towns conference to be held
in November in New Orleans. She asked if the City had ever participated in it. Martha Speed
thought it was worth researching. Mrs. Bell agreed to conduct research and report her findings to
the Council at the next meeting. Nancy Lord thought a decision needed to be made prior to the
next meeting in order to qualify for early registration. The Mayor asked Mrs. Bell to check on
the cost and then take a phone poll of those who may want to attend. Nancy Lord was the only
Council Member interested in attending.

Council Member Lord stated that at the recent League of Cities and Towns convention there was
a presentation made by the League on how city government is perceived by the citizens at large
and how much they understand about the services cities provide. Many citizens did not clearly
understand which level of government provides basic needs like water, sewer, and roads. Asa
result, a campaign was created to make that clearer. A CD and booklet were provided regarding
what is available that the City might want to use. She thought the matter could be put on a future
agenda for discussion. Council Member Lord was unsure of the costs but agreed to research
them and report back to the Council at the next meeting.

At the recent League convention, Martha Speed attended a class where the attendees were
reminded of the new EPA requirements for storm drains. She mentioned it to Blain Dietrich and
agreed to provide the information to both he and Vaughn Pickell. She reported that as of March
2008, the City must be in compliance or face steep fines.

Consideration and Vote Regarding a Resolution to Approve the Addendum to the Real
Estate Purchase Contract with Spring View Capital, LLC — Staff Presenter — Blain
Dietrich.

Mr. Dietrich reported that the addendum pertained to the closing dates of real estate, also known
as the Crane properties, surplused with Chris McCandless. The expiration date had already
passed. The addendum would set a new closing date and ensure that both parties still agree on
the same terms. The only change would be to extend the closing date to close as soon as Chris
McCandless’ Sage Estates project is final with the City Council. That or December 2007 would
trigger a closing date, whichever comes first.

Mr. Dietrich stated that the matter was supposed to be addressed at the last City Council
Meeting. He suggested Mr. McCandless be given until September 30, 2007, to sign the
document.

Bill Maxwell moved to adopt a resolution approving the addendum to the real estate
purchase contract for the sale-purchase of surplus real property, Spring View Capital,
LLC, with the correction on page 1 of 1, changing the date from September 18, 2007, to
September 30, 2007. Nancy Lord seconded the motion. Vote on motion: Bill Maxwell-
Aye, Jesse Kelley-Aye, Martha Speed-Aye, Nancy Lord-Aye, Craig Briggs-Aye. The
motion passed.

Consideration and Vote on a Final Plat for Ponderosa Subdivision, an 11-Lot Subdivision
Located at Approximately 3200 West 14400 South, Mike Bunderson, Applicant — Staff
Presenter — Vaughn Pickell.

Mr. Pickell presented the staff report and stated that the zoning was R-1-43 and comprised 1.75
acres. 11 lots were approved. The preliminary plat was approved previously and in the approval
motion, the Council found specifically that it was done under the old PRD. That was the reason
the density was slightly higher than one unit per acre. What was proposed was consistent with
the general plan for a single-family residential development and the zoning in the area. The
DRC had a few concerns that were attached to the staff report. Staff supported the request
inasmuch as it complied with the general plan and zoning. He brought up the issue of park
maintenance. Mr. Bunderson agreed to maintain the park for five years and included a draft of
the maintenance agreement.

City Attorney, Steve Homer, reported that he met with Mr. Bunderson and noted that he would
most likely be entitled to an impact fee credit of some type. He thought there should be an
agreement to that effect. Mr. Homer thought conceptually the idea of having a private citizen
perform the maintenance seemed unusual. Bill Maxwell explained that at the time the matter
came before the Council, they had not passed the $5 per house storm water maintenance
assessment fee. The Council was concerned about how they would take care of all of the parks
since the City had no money to do it. In passing the storm water maintenance assessment fee, he
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thought they should reconsider the maintenance agreement and make some adjustments to it. He
proposed that to page 2 of the maintenance agreement, sentence 1 be changed to require the City
to take over the maintenance and all other responsibilities after one year from the date of the
completion of the park. That would require Mr. Bunderson to maintain it for the first year. That
would give the City time to make sure that the park is matured and developed as envisioned.

The City would then have funds available from the assessment fee at that time to do it. He
thought what was proposed would be unfair under the new set of circumstances, however,
changes had since been made to assessment fees.

Mr. Homer met with Mr. Bunderson and liked the idea of a development agreement and thought
it was a good practice. He suggested the bonding agreement written by Mr. Bunderson not be
adopted and make it look more like a true development agreement addressing the specifics. The
Mayor agreed and thought it should be a development agreement of some type. Mr. Homer
thought it should be uniform with specifics unique to each subdivision.

Mr. Pickell stated that with the park there would be a two-year warranty period with the normal
bonding. All of the infrastructure would be covered under the bond. After being accepted by the
City, there would be a two-year warranty period where 10% of the bond amount would be
retained. Bill Maxwell did not think the applicant should have to maintain the park for two
years. Typically, Mr. Pickell was not in favor of a development agreement with a subdivision
this small, however, this one had some unique features. From a conceptual standpoint, because
the issue was proactive and involved, it was the type the City should want the details to be
clearly written down on. He did not think it should be tied to the size of the project. He realized
that the development agreement would not be nearly the magnitude of the Independence project.
Bill Maxwell did not want to burden the small developers with additional costs.

Craig Briggs moved to approve the request subject to Mr. Homer providing a template
that the City Council is satisfied with. The motion died for lack of a second.

Mr. Homer explained that the idea of the maintenance agreement and development agreement
seemed to have a lot of loose ends. He stated that the planning itself was acceptable to the
Council. He thought that by the time the necessary signatures were obtained the smaller
agreements should be finalized into a unified package. He had no objection to the Council
moving forward tonight. It was the consensus of the Council to change the five-year agreement
to a one-year agreement. He thought that was wise because a precedent would not be set.

Mr. Homer suggested they include the maintenance responsibilities in the overall agreement.

The applicant, Mike Bunderson, stated that if he did not assign the park to the City until after the
first year, the liabilities and responsibilities would not become the City’s responsibility but
remain with him for the first year. He thought that may solve some of the issues. Mr. Homer
remarked that the liability was one of the unanswered questions. He explained that the City had
certain rights that a private citizen did not have. As long as there is a common understanding as
to how it is working, he did not have a problem. The dilemma in his mind was whether or not
