Spring Cleaning 
Time to clean up the City. Once again, Bluffdale City will be holding the annual City Wide Clean Up for non hazardous green waist 
and trash beginning April 7-21. Large dumpsters will be in placed in the main city park at 2200 West and 14400 South for citizen 
usage. Please remember that tires, batteries, oil, gas or any flammable fluid, large appliances, paint will not be accepted.  Also,  
please separate green waist ( tree limbs, shrubs, flowers, plants, etc.) from the trash as we plan on chipping the wood products to 
make mulch for our City trees. Wood with nails, staples, tacks, metal edging, or any other metal will disqualify it from green waist. 
We are still accepting old Christmas trees for mulching purposes as well. 
 
Spring Tree Care 
A lot of homeowners think of mulch as strictly cosmetic, just something to make the place look good. And it’s true that mulch 
around the base of trees and shrubs does improve property appearance. 
It makes maintenance a whole lot easier, and provides other benefits that are underground and out of sight. Mulch applied around 

your trees each year reduces water stress, weeds and damage to trees.  
Many materials work well as mulch, with wood products being the most common.  
Early Spring is a good time to think about pruning. Deciduous trees and shrubs can be shaped and cut back before 
growth starts so they will grow and bloom as we wish. Where should we begin? Removing dead branches is a good 
place to start. How can you tell if a branch is dead when it has no leaves? Look at the end. Live branches will have 
small twigs and swelling buds. Live stems and branches are flexible and bend. Dead branches snap off when you 

bend them and they may have peeling bark. If you aren't sure about some, then wait until the leaves come out. Pruning also should 
remove broken, crossed, or rubbing branches, plus ones that are unbalanced, are too long, or ruin the shape of the tree.  Lets take 
care of our trees. 
 
Potholes, Potholes, Potholes, Everywhere 
Thank you for your patience with regards to the recent rash of potholes on our city roads. Potholes are created in a number of ways. 
The most common cause is the freeze/thaw cycle. The ice/snow melts during the day filling cracks with water. At night the water 
freezes and expands, popping out the asphalt. We are working feverishly trying to repair the holes in the streets. Potholes and other 
roadway failures are repaired by the Street Division in order of priority. This spring several Bluffdale City roads will be overlaid and 
refinished. Thank you for driving slowly and feel free to contact us if you see a new holes in the roads.
