ADDRESSING PROBLEMS

City Staff has recently discovered several
addressing problems within our city. Itis
important to have addressing consistent with
county policies so that emergency response
will not be inhibited. It appears that these
problems date back to about 2000. Salt Lake
County has given the City some recommen-
dations on how to correct the problems.

The City has tentatively chosen August 30 as
the conversion date—the date when we hope
to have all the addressing issues corrected.

Staff will be visiting properties, photograph-
ing, and analyzing the type and scope of the
problems. More information will be forth-
coming as we understand how many ad-
dresses are affected.
